You’ll need to
use your email address and password to sign onto the Caring
Bridge website in the future.

There are three areas of the website that you'll find useful:

1) You can read My Story, Linda’s description of her diagnosis.
This will probably remain unchanged.

2) Then thereis Linda’s Journal. This is the area that she will
update with current information as she works through her
illness. You may notice a check box under the Journal coffee
cup that says | want to receive Journal update notification e-
mails. If you check this box, each time Linda writes an update
in her Journal, you will automatically receive an email telling
you that there a is new journal entry.

3) And then there is the Guestbook. When you click on “Read
Guestbook” you’ll be able to read all of the encouraging notes
people have left for Linda. From there you can choose to
“Sign Guestbook,” which is where you can leave your own
encouraging message.

This website will enable you to walk along side of Linda as she
fights breast cancer. There is no other way to be as close to her
during all this other than to be with her in person the entire time.
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
