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REPORT FROM OUR SEPTEMBER SESSION MEETING

 Sincere CONGRATULATIONS to our own pastor, Dan 
Krebill, for his newly elected office as President of the 
Montana Association of Churches!  He will begin his 
term on October 20. We are very proud of you, Dan! 
 
What has been happening at Session: 
• Dan and Jody attended a one day workshop on the 
“The Art of ‘Companioning’ the Mourning” sponsored by 
Dokken-Nelson Funeral Home.  They reported it was a 
very worthwhile day. 
• Session has been working with diligence on the 
Journey of Renewal recommendations.  It is a slow but 
interesting task and we are progressing. 
• The session voted to approve the following 3 
recommendations by the Communications Strategy Task 
Force: 

a. Beginning in January 2010 the monthly 
newsletter, Good News, currently mailed to 
everyone in the church and to many others 
around the country who are interested in our 
church, will be integrated into the weekly 
PresbEnews published and distributed 
electronically.  This monthly “Good News Edition 
of  PresbEnews” will include items currently 
specific to the printed Good News (e.g. monthly 
financial report, piece from Dan and Jody, etc). 

b. The Good News Edition of PresbEnews will be 
distributed electronically to everyone on the 
PresbEnews mailing list and to those beyond the 
local church who wish to receive this issue only 
(and not the other, weekly PresbEnews issues). 

c. The Good News Edition of PresbEnews will 
continue to be mailed in first-class, full-color, 
hard-copy format to those who specifically 
request it. 

• Session elected Betsy Crabs as our second Elder on 
the Nominating Committee. Betsy joins Elder Tracy 
Mosley, who will chair the committee. Other members 
of the Nominating Committee are: one from the 
Deacons, Judy Arkwright, and the at-large members 
elected by the congregation: Joyce Armour, Lori 
Larimer, Doug Westphal, and Ted Williams. 
• Session voted to approve a recommendation by the 
Worship Committee that makes clear that the invitation 
to the sacrament of the Lord’s Supper be extended to 
all persons who confess Jesus as Lord and Savior.
